The existing twwout gear is about ten years old and costs about $1,500.00
per set to replace.

The department will be applying for a CEDAP federal grant which has just become
available.

The department will be applying for a D.N.R. graumich would be a 560 grant for a
portable pump in the amount of $6,000.00 which would be plumbed into truck # 418
which is our 1999 International pumper. It is unlikely that this grant will be approved
this year as we have received grant funds from R. recent years. The deadline for
the application will be June 30, 2008.

Discussion took place on the replacement of truck # 411 which is the 1975 Ford Pumper.
At this time the city council and the townships are not in position to purchase a new
redacement vehicle. Due to the increased cost of steel the latest cost estimate for a new
pumper is $300,000.00 to $320,000.00.

Discussion took place on the current allocation of costs (1/3 each) for equipment
purchases between the City of Barron, TowBaifron and Town of Maple Grove. Paul
Hutchison previously indicated that the Town of Maple Grove favored allocating said
costs on equalized value. The 2007 equalized value comparison would be as follows:
City of Barron 57%; Town of Barron 22% and TowinWaple Grove 21%. However, it



was noted that the Wisconsin Department of Revenue annually determines a per acre
value for farmland (ag use value) resulting in less than fair market value for said ag land.

Discussion followed on the feasibility of orgaimg a fire district. Most fire departments
in our area have established a fire district. Examples of various fire districts will be
obtained for review and consideration at a later date.
